1 Minute The minute of the meeting of the AGM of 8 May 2012 was approved as a correct record as adjusted.  There were no matters arising.
 
2 Chairman’s Report The Chairman outlined the programme of works undertaken during the year and the events organised and supported within the local community.  Particular thanks were expressed to John Bridges and Jane Halleran who had retired from the Council over the year and to the other members of the Council for their help and support during the period.  A warm welcome was extended to Jane Allen, the latest recruit to Council membership numbers.  Caroline Cameron was also in attendance as she had expressed an interest in joining ACC.
Special thanks was also extended to the Secretary, JB, for his unremitting efforts in co-ordinating, corresponding and liaising on the work of the Council accompanied by a request that members assist in that effort by providing prompt feedback and comment on the many pieces of correspondence and consultation papers always circulating and by volunteering their services in researching and responding on correspondence as necessary.  
 
3 Treasurer’s Report The Treasurer (AL) confirmed that the opening balance of £17,326.85 on the ACC accounts as at 31 March 2012 had increased to £18,202.28 over 2012/13.
It was noted that £1,500 had been promised in grant to Village in Bloom, that a further £500 would be made available to the Cultural Association and £1,000 to the Jubilee Project.  A statement detailing Income and Expenditure in 2012/13 was shown. 
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
